3. Analyze product, service and distribution decisions made by organizations to create time, 

place and form utility. 

 Examine decisions that organizations make regarding individual products, brands, lines and 
assortments. 

 Contrast product marketing to the marketing of services based on the unique characteristics of 
services. 

 Debate the value added of distribution channels to organizations and customers. 

 
4. Differentiate pricing and integrated marketing communication decisions. 

 Relate the internal and external factors affecting pricing decisions to customer perceptions of 
price and value. 

 Differentiate between each promotions mix tool in an integrated marketing communications plan. 

 Recommend price, promotion and distribution alternatives based on product life cycle 
considerations. 

 Discuss the role of sales representatives in creating value and building customer relationships.
