Midterm Paper (25%) – Week 7 
The purpose of the midterm paper is to help you organize your ideas on key concepts and 
demonstrate your engagement with the material. The goal is for you to apply your 
sociological imagination to the world around you. The midterm paper will be due during 
week seven. Further instructions will be presented in class and available on Moodle. 
 
Final Exam (40%) – Finals Week 
The final exam will cover materials presented throughout the entire course. The exam be a 
mixture of multiple choice and short essay question, each section carries the same 
weighting. A study guide will be made available a week before the final exam and a review 
session will take place prior to the exam.
