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Online Learning 

Technology and internet connectivity will impact your online learning experience. You may 
need to watch online videos, take online quizzes. and participate in live online classes. 
Live/virtual classes will be hosted in Microsoft Teams or Zoom. For all course delivery types, you 
will access your course resources on Keyano's learning management system: Moodle (iLearn). 
Login in using your Keyano username and password. Keyano College operates in a Windows 
based environment and having the correct tools for online learning is important.
