NURS 116 – Pathophysiology and Pharmacology I 

★3 The focus is the application of human anatomy and physiology to the concepts of pathophysiology 

and pharmacology. The course focuses on alterations to normal physiology and introduces the 

concepts of pharmacokinetics and pharmacodynamics in relation to alterations in health. Students 

must achieve a minimum grade of C+ in order to progress in the program.  

Note: Available only to nursing students in the Collaborative Program.  

Prerequisites: MMI 133, NURS 106, and NURS 120.

1. Link knowledge of anatomy and physiology to pathophysiological and pharmacotherapeutic

3. Demonstrate theoretical understanding of pharmacokinetic and pharmacodynamic principles in 

pharmacotherapeutics. 

4. Describe the pharmacotherapeutic classification, mechanism of action, properties, and effects of 

drugs. 

5. Explain the relationship between pathophysiological concepts and pharmacotherapeutic concepts 

at a novice level. 

6.  Apply the pathophysiology and pharmacotherapeutic concepts to focused non-complex clinical 

examples at a novice level. 

7. Identify the nursing implications in relation to pathophysiology and pharmacotherapeutics at a 

novice level. 

8. Predict common trajectories for pathophysiological processes and pharmacotherapeutic 

treatments at a novice level.

Minimum Requirements and Recommended Upgrades for Windows (preferred system) and Apple 
devices 

These minimum standards are required for a Windows computer/laptop (OS 10 or 11) and a MacIntosh

4. Microphone, webcam, and speakers (All modern laptops have these three accessories built-in.

5. Windows has built-in anti-virus/malware software. It is essential to install system updates to keep 
your device secured regularly.

Assignment Descriptions 

1) Medication Card Assignment (10%) 

Choose a medication that is commonly used.  Create your own medication card with 
information. Must include pharmacokinetics, pharmacodynamics, pharmacotherapeutic 
classification, mechanism of action, properties, common dosages, side and adverse effects, 
interactions, and any other important information. Assignment can be displayed however 
you choose so be creative! Assignment is out of 10 marks.  

2) EAQ/Sherpath Assignments (20%) 

EAQ/ Sherpath Assignments must be completed in order to receive the 20%.  These 
assessments and reviews are completed weekly with each opening on the Monday preceding 
the class date and closing at midnight the Sunday after the class (see weekly schedule). 
These assessments can be found on the MyEvolve in either the Calculate with Confidence 
Sherpath, Potter Canadian Fundamentals Sherpath, or  Understanding Pathophysiology 
Sherpath – details in weekly schedule.  

3) Midterm Examination (30%):  

100 questions. Covers all material discussed up to the date of the midterm. Respondus 
Lockdown Browser will be used and will be completed in person in classroom. Own device 
is necessary. If you require more than the 3 hrs allotted in class time – you must book in 
with Testing Services. 

4) Final Examination (40%): 

100 questions. Covers all course material. Will be schedule by the Office of the Registrar 
during final exam week in April. Time limitation is strictly applied. Respondus Lockdown 
Browser will be used and will be completed in person in classroom. Own device is necessary. 
If you require more than the 3 hrs allotted in class time – you must book in with Testing 
Services.

The assignments are marked as raw scores according to the percentage weight assigned to each. The 

marks on course assignments will contribute to the overall letter grade according to the percentage 

that each assignment is weighted in the course. At the end of the course, all assignment scores are 

totaled for a term summary mark in the course based on the grading scale below. The FINAL 

COURSE GRADE is based on the cumulative total of individual student’s weighted assignment 

marks.
