Progression Policy

e A minimum of C+ is required to pass all foundational nursing courses (NURS 106, NURS 116, NURS 120, NURS
124, NURS 125, MMI 133)

e A minimum of a C- is required to pass all other nursing and non-nursing courses.

e For yearly promotion, a student must have successfully completed all courses from the previous year, and obtain
a minimum GPA of 2.0.

e Students with a semester GPA of 1.7 to 1.99 will be placed on academic probation for one semester.

e A student with a GPA of 1.69 or lower must withdraw from the program.

e Students on academic probation who fail to achieve a cumulative GPA of 2.0 by the end of the next semester will
be required to withdraw from the program.

o If the GPA warrants a second academic probation within the program the student will be required to withdraw
from the program and will not be readmitted into the program.

¢ Readmission to the program is subject to departmental review by the Chair and Dean of the program and
alignment with College Policies.

e Students who fail a second clinical course or a clinical course for the second time will be required to withdraw
from the program and will not be readmitted.
