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Program of Study: Practical Nurse Diploma

This diploma program consists of four 4-month terms, plus one six-week-long term after Year 1 for
the Continuing Care practicum. To graduate at the end of these terms, students must successfully
complete all courses listed for each term (also known as Full Load).

Note that you must successfully complete ALL Year 1 courses before you can take any Year 2
courses.
