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ELCC 225 INTS Practicum Seminar 11
1 credit, 15 hours
Course Description

This course provides a weekly forum to support and debrief practicum experiences and explore
the integration of theory with practice. The Early Childhood Environment Rating Scale (ECERS),
used by the Alberta Day Care Office to assess program quality, will be examined.

Pre-Corequisites
ELCC 110 and ELCC 125
Co-requisite: ELCC 210

Upon successful completion of the course, the student shall be able to:

1. Further examine and practice communication skills that facilitate problem solving between
and with children.

2. Compare and discuss ways to apply child-centered play-based planning to early childhood
settings.

3. Examine observed practice in the Early Childhood field for congruence with
developmentally appropriate practice and personal beliefs.

4. ldentify how ECERS & ITERS are used to assess and improve the quality of care for young
children.
