Program (PGWPP)
The Post-Graduation Work Permit (PGWP) 
Program enables students who have 
successfully graduated from eligible Canadian 
designated learning institutions (DLIs) to 
obtain an open work permit to gain invaluable 
Canadian work experience. This real-world 
training acquired through the program plays a 
crucial role in helping new graduates meet the 
work experience criteria for various permanent 
residency programs in Canada. The length of 
the Post-Graduation Work Permit is typically 
determined based on the duration of the 
student’s program of study for international 
students. 

• At least 8 months and less than 2 years 
(example: certificate programs): 

Up to one year PGWP

• 2 years or longer (example: diploma and 
bachelor’s programs): 

Three years PGWP
